RE: Broadleaf Solar and Connecticut Siting Council reform

Dear [Senator Honig / Representative Anderson]:

I am a constituent living at [your address] in [Granby/East Granby]. I am writing about DESRI’s proposed Broadleaf Solar project, a 100-megawatt, 665-acre industrial solar plant on the former Monrovia Nursery land, and about the state process that governs it.

Because this project falls under the Connecticut Siting Council, it can override our towns’ local zoning and wetlands authority. Residents who will live next to it, drink from the same watershed, and depend on a volunteer fire department have only a limited voice. That is not right for a decision of this magnitude.

I respectfully ask you to:
1. Support legislation strengthening local and resident participation in Siting Council proceedings;
2. Press for full environmental review, including PFAS and legacy-contamination testing, before any large solar facility is approved over a drinking-water watershed; and
3. Help ensure Granby and East Granby residents are heard in this specific proceeding.

I support renewable energy in the right locations. I am asking for a fair process and real environmental review. Thank you for representing us.
