I therefore respectfully ask the Council to:
1. Require a full Phase II Environmental Site Assessment of the entire site before any approval;
2. Require independent PFAS and stormwater analysis and a wetland delineation;
3. Require a funded fire-safety plan if battery storage is included; and
4. Deny the petition if these conditions cannot be met.

I support clean energy in appropriate locations. This site, over our drinking water and on chemically loaded former nursery land, is the wrong place. Thank you for considering my comment and entering it into the record.
